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During this five-day-four-night trip to Sichuan, |
experienced different nhew experiences: eating only
spicy food for each meal and having parties in hotel
rooms with my schoolmates. They made my ftrip
memorable and | would say that what | had learnt
from the trip was the most valuable.

The most precious learning experience was my
being able to be thankful, understanding how invaluable
human life iIs. After visiting the Museum of Sichuan
Earthquake, | got a clear picture of the Sichuan earthquake.
About 6 million people died in the catastrophic natural disaster.

The most unforgettable scene for me was the tens of red flags hanging
on the celling. | realized that they were not only flags, but the symbols of saving the people from the
earthquake or rebuilding the city. The scene really touched my heart. However, the school we visited
presented a very different story. The students there were all survivers from the earthquake, but we did
not see any trace of their sufferings on their faces. | would not say that they are sane, but too sane as
teenagers to be hospitable hosts like them. We talked about their daily lives, schooling and everything
about their days in Sichuan. They were so willing to share. They even wanted to teach us how to write our
reflection because they had done it before. It was hilarious.

| have got the phone number of one of the Sichuan students, and | do believe that we have built our
friendship within the 5 days. It Is my biggest reward from the Sichuan trip. | found it ironic that although
the students suffered a lot from the earthquake, the students treasure their lives even more. Maybe that

was what they have learnt from the disaster: don't look at what you have lost but what you still have. Their
iInspiration on me Is as precious as gold.
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
